the FY09 New Music in the Gallery concert series. This season CCF will produce 

the following four concerts:  

¥ October 25, 2008: Choral and Vocal Music at Ossia Fine Arts Space 

¥ November 15, 2008: MAVerick Ensemble at Rosenthal Fine Art 

¥ February, 2009: Third Coast Percussion at Packer Schopf Gallery 

¥ April , 2009: Fifth House Ensemble at Heaven Gallery 

 

PROGRAM DETAILS 

New Music in the Gallery is an innovative CCF program featuring music by CCF 

members performed by cutting edge ensembles from the Chicago area. The pu r-

pose of the series is to provide a contex t for pieces by CCF members by presenting 

them as a season along with works by nationally and intern ationally recognized 

composers in a comfortable gallery setting. Co ncerts take place at galleries 

throughout the Chicago area with the goal of buil ding audiences and support for 

new music. 

 

In partnership with Accessible Contemporary Music, CCF is excited to offer the CCF 

Reading Series  to full CCF member composers whose New Music in the Gallery 

submissions are not selected. Works that are read will be profes sionally recorded. 

(see details below on becoming a member) 

 

A new service for CCF members is the Chicago Composers Library . Composers who 

submit works for this call have the option of keeping the works on file with CCF as 

part of our growing Chicago Composers Library, a resource for performers and e n-

sembles who are interested in programming works by Chicago area composers. You 

must be a full member to take a dvantage of this service.  

 

MEMBERSHIP NOTE: Non-members may submit works to the New Music in the Ga l-

lery Season by including a payment of $25. Composers whose work is selected are 

encouraged to take this opportunity to become a member of CCF in order to take 

advantage of additional CCF services. If you choose to become a member at this 

time your submission fee will be applied towards the me mbership fee. Only full 

CCF members are eligible to participate in the CCF Reading Series and the Chicago 

Composers Library.
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SUBMISSION GUIDELINES 

Any member of the Chicago Composers Forum, regardless of location, age, or nationality, may submit 

up to FOUR SCORES for consideration for the FY09 season of New Music in the Gallery. Only one work 

per composer will be programmed. Works by CCF member composers not selected for performance will 

be eligible for consideration fo r the CCF Reading Series.  

 

Submissions may be for any or all of the following ensembles/programs with the total number of su b-

missions per composer not to exceed four works:  

 

Concert I : October 25, 2008, Ossia Fine Arts Space, Choral/Vocal Music 

Works for SATB, SSA, SA, TB, or solo voice with or without piano and/or electronics.  

NOTE: Works that include additional musicians or performers will be considered but must be pr ovided 

by the composer. 

 

Concert II : November 25, 2008, Rosenthal Fine Art, MAVerick Ensemble 

Works for mixed chamber ensemble of up to 5 performers and electronics (without piano).  

 

Concert III : February, 2009, Packer-Schopf Gallery, Third Coast Percussion 

Works for up to four percussionists and/or stereo electronic playback with the followin g guidelines: 

1) No more than 1 each of large instruments, i.e., bass drum, tam -tam, keyboard percussion.  

EXCEPTION: 2 marimbas will be available. 

2) Exotic instruments should be easily attainable or provided by composer.  

3) No timpani; No Chimes. 

4) Economical use of instruments is encouraged. Try to keep set -up sizes reasonable.

Concert IV : April 2009, Heaven Gallery, Fifth House Ensemble 

Works for mixed chamber ensemble of up to 5 performe rs with piano and/or electronics.  

 

Recordings of submitted scores, while not required, are encouraged.  

 

Submissions that do not include adequate postage and return shipping materials will not be r eturned 

but will automatically become part of the Chicago Co mposers Library. (see above for details) Chicago 

Composers Forum takes no responsibility for scores lost in transit.  

 

Selected composers will be expected to attend the concert and will receive a recording of the pe r-

formance of their work.  

 

Complete the att ached form and include it with program notes and a brief biography.

SELECTION PROCESS 

Each ensemble will select the works to be performed by that ensemble with an effort made to i nsure a 

balanced program among CCF works and other works performed by the ensemble. The pr ogram for 

each concert will be split between New Music in the Gallery submissions and works in the repertoire of 

the performing ensemble. Depending on the length of the selected works, each co ncert will feature up 

to four NMG submissions, more for the October choral concert.  

 

TIMING AND DEADLINES 

July 15, 2008  Submission deadline (postmark) 

Mid-August, 2008 Announcement of winning composers 

September 1, 2008 Parts and full performance score due  

 

NOTE: Composers whose works are selected for Concert I will be notified earlier and will need to su p-

ply all performance materials at that time.
